Essential guiding principles for achieving this impact include enhancing the students’
understanding of the human dimension when leading others in dynamic work environments; utilizing
experiential training techniques that will engage students in ways that challenge them to perform under
realistic and high-stress situations; and motivating students to examine their role, strengths, and
weaknesses in that role.
